For the Basic Rate Taxpayer

For every £1 donation, Aldenham School can
reclaim the basic rate of tax paid at 25p, through
Gift Aid. Thus a gift of £100 is increased to £125
and £1,000 to £1,250.

For the Higher Rate Taxpayer

If declaring charitable donations on their income
tax form, Higher Rate Taxpayers can claim a
tax rebate based on the difference between
the basic rate and the higher rate of tax.
